You will need to be available to provide support 
between the hours of 8.30am to 4.30pm on weekdays.

In addition, all our roles require you to:

•	 be 18 years old and over

•	 complete a National Police check application  
(paid by Silverchain)

•	 be able to commit to a role for a minimum of  
six months.
