In this role you will collect our clients from their 
home, take them to their outing, and make sure they 
are dropped off at home safely. 

About you
In this role you will need to be available between 
8.30am to 4.30pm on weekdays. 

You need to be an experienced and safe driver with 
a current Australian drivers’ licence to volunteer for 
this role. 

You will also need access to a roadworthy car with 
a minimum third party insurance. We can reimburse 
some mileage costs.

In addition, all our roles require you to:

•	 be 18 years old and over

•	 complete a National Police check application  
(paid by Silverchain)

•	 be able to commit to a role for a minimum of  
six months.

COVID-19 vaccinations are not required, but are 
recommended in line with Silverchain’s policy.

We are looking for people with great interpersonal 
skills, who can work independently, and like 
teamwork. Our roles are ideal for people who enjoy 
spending time with older people in the community.

As a Silverchain volunteer you will also share our 
values of respect, trust, and compassion for others.

Your hours are flexible to meet your needs,  
and you can also use them towards your  
Centrelink requirements.
